Ulkelerin makroekonomik performanslarim inceleyen ¢alismalarin ¢ogunda makroekonomik
performansin farkli boyutlarin élgmek icin degisik gostergeler kullamilmaktadir. Her ne kadar,
her gosterge tek basina faydali olsa da, genel makroekonomik performans diizeyini gosteren
bilesik bir gosterge (endeks) arastirmaciara farkli  hiikimetlerin - ve donemlerin
performanslarint kiyaslama ve swralama olanagi verecektiv. Bu ¢alismanin temel amact bes
temel makroekonomik gostergeyi —issizlik orani, biiyiime hizi, cari islemler dengesi, kamu biitce
dengesi ve enflasyon orami— kullanarak makroekonomik performans endeksi olusturmak ve, ok
partili donemde (1950-2014), farkl: siyasi ve yapisal evreleri analiz etmektir.
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Abstract

Most of the studies on countries’ macroeconomic performance have used various indicators to
measure different dimensions of macro performance. Although each indicator is useful in itself,
single composite indicator (index) which represents overall macroeconomic performance level
gives researchers the opportunity to compare and rank performances of different governments
and/or periods. The main purpose of this paper is to construct macroeconomic performance
index by using five main macro indicators —unemployment rate, growth rate, current account
balance, public budget balance and inflation rate— and to analyze the different political and
structural phases in multi-party period (1950-2014).
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
