Ozet

Iktisat literatiiriinde ¢ok onemli bir kavram olan ekonomik biiyiimeyi aciklamada begseri
sermaye ve toplam faktor verimliliginin(TFV) rolleri olduk¢a dnemlidir. Bu ¢alismada beseri
sermayenin is giicii tizerinde etkisi oldugu gibi TFV iizerinde de etkisi oldugu diistincesi ile
Tarkiye Ekonomisinde 1950-2013 doneminde TFV ile beseri sermaye arasindaki iliski
incelenilecektir. Bu iliskiyi incelemek amaciyla literatiirde bu konu incelenirken daha énce
kullanilmamis olan yapisal kiridmalar: dikkate alan birim kok ve egbiitiinlesme testleri
kullamlacaktir. Calisma sonucunda beseri sermaye ile TFV arasinda esbiitiinlesme iligkisinin
var oldugu sonucuna ulasilmistir.

The Relationship between Total Factor Productivity and Human
Capital in Turkish Economy: 1950-2013

Abstract

In the economics literature, the impacts of human capital and total factor productivity (TFP)
are important tools to explain the economic growth. In this research, it is examined the
relationship between total factor productivity and human capital in Turkish Economy for a
period of 1950-2013. To this end, unit root and cointegration tests considering structural breaks
are used, that does not followed in the literature before, to investigate the relationship. Results
of the study indicate that there exists a cointegration between TFP and human capital.
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
