Determinants of the Agricultural Trade of Turkey

Abstract

In the study, dynamics of agricultural trade of Turkey are empirically analyzed by panel data
methods. The main focus of the study is to analyze the effects of spatial distribution and
exchange rate volatility on agricultural trade of Turkey. Moreover, Customs Union membership

and 2008 global crisis are also investigated.
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
